Events of the Year

Received RUSA Grant of Rs. 2 Crore:
The session 2017-18 was an important one for the college in terms of financial achievement. In this session Sammilani Mahavidyalaya was selected by UGC for a grant of Rs 2 Crore under RUSA for infrastructural development and procurement of books, instruments, equipments etc. This grant was competitive and was based on the overall performance and development of the college. The first instalment amounting to Rs one crore has already been disbursed to the college.

Received a Book Grant under ‘Gyanadhara Prakalpa’ of P.C Chandra group:
The college also received a book grant of P. C. Chandra Knowledge Centre under the scheme of “Gyanadhara Prakalpa – A Contribution for the Upgradation of the Library in Colleges”. Mr.. on behalf of the P.C Chandra group, handed over a cheque amounting to Rs one lakh to the Principal of Sammilani Mahavidyalaya in a ceremony organized by the same group on  29.01.2018 at P.C Chandra garden. 
Stood first for the best implementation of ‘Kanyashree Prakalpa’:
The institution not only received funds from different funding agencies, but also utilized the fund successfully. To mention its success in utilization of funds, Sammilani Mahavidyalaya secured the first position for the best implementation of West Bengal Government’s Kanyashree Prakalpa, a scheme for funding the education of the underprivileged female students.

Activities of the IQAC:

· IQAC arranged an Orientation programme for the newly admitted first year students to make them aware of the college rules and regulations, facilities and support services.

· Under the guidance of IQAC, the institution completed the formalities to receive a grant from Govt. of West Bengal for the construction of the second floor of North Block of the college building. 
·  The institution received a grant of Rs. 3 lakh from the Government of West Bengal and utilizing the fund remodelled one class room as an ICT enabled class room. IQAC  took necessary initiative in this regard.
· The college under the guidance of IQAC, applied for and received Rs. 2 lakh under “Gyanddhara Prakalpa” from The P. C. Chandra Group for up-gradation of the library. 

· A grant of Rs. 2 crore has been sanctioned by RUSA in favour of the college. To obtain this grant the necessary formalities were completed by the RUSA committee, under the guidance of IQAC. 

· The IQAC supervised the process of utilization of the fund received under the scheme of ‘Kanyashree Prakalpa’, Govt. of West Bengal, for higher education of the under privileged girl students of the college. It is our great pleasure that our institution secured the first position in West Bengal for successful and proper utilization of the said fund. . 
· A Post Office was established on the college premises based on a MOU signed between the college authority and Govt. of India. The IQAC took the initiative in this regard.
· The IQAC organized a library orientation programme at the beginning of the new academic session, to enable both the students and the teachers to access books and journals successfully from N-List and INFLIBNET.

· Two seminars on quality sustenance issues were organized by the IQAC. Faculty members from other colleges also attended the seminars.
· Almost all the departments of the college organized departmental seminars during the session 2017-18 under the initiative of IQAC. 
· The IQAC took initiative to introduce ‘Teacher Exchange programmes’ for the benefit of both the teachers and the students. One such programme was successfully conducted by the Film Study department in collaboration with the Sarsuna college during the session 2017-18. 
· Inter-college drawing, singing, dancing, recitation and debate competitions involving 10 neighbouring colleges were organized.

· As per the suggestion of the IQAC, the institution has procured high speed Internet connection, beneficial for all the departments, office and library.

· IQAC along with the department of Computer Science has initiated an online feedback system for the outgoing 3rd year students.

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Commencement of Classes and Orientation Programmes:

The new academic session stared from 1st July, 2017, but classes commenced on and from 20th July, 2017. 
Stream wise Orientation Programmes were organized by the IQAC at the beginning of the academic session for the newly admitted students to make them aware of the rules and regulations of the college. The Orientation Programme for the students of Arts and Science Faculties was held on 28th July, 2017 and for the students of Commerce faculty on 29th July, 2017.
A separate Library Orientation Programme was also organized on 11th August, 2017 to make the students conversant with the rules of library and the reading and lending facilities they are entitled to enjoy as the bonafide students of the institution.

Result:

The performance of our students in the University examinations of 2017 was quite satisfactory. The percentage of students obtained first class in different Honours subjects was also appreciable. Establishment of ‘P. C. Chandra Group Knowledge Centre’ 
The P. C. Chandra Group as a part of their Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) programme, initiated Gyandhara funding scheme for college libraries to promote education in West Bengal. This fund is to be used by the colleges to create Knowledge Centres in their premises for enhancement of knowledge. Our college successfully applied for the said fund and received a Rs. 2,00,000 (Two lakhs) grant for the college library. The P. C. Chadra Group invited the principal, teachers and students to attend the award ceremony and a cheque for Rs. 1,00,000 (One lakh) was given to the principal as the first instalment of this grant, the balance money to be released upon successful utilization of the first instalment of the grant. With the initial instalment, two steel almirahs, two reading tables, six chairs and sixty five books have been purchased and a room has been totally renovated to house these and it is named as ‘P. C. Chandra Knowledge Centre’. The centre is helping the students and the alumni to access their necessary career related materials.
Social Outreach Programmes conducted by the NSS unit:

Rally with posters on Dengue and Malaria was organized by the NSS unit of the college to generate awareness. 

 Cleaning programme at regular interval were organized to make the college premises hygienic and to make it a plastic free zone.

On the World AIDS Day, the NSS unit of the college arranged a blood donation camp on the college premises in collaboration with the Central Blood Bank, Manicktala, Kolkata. The camp was initiated with awareness session on “AIDS and its Prevention” 
 The process of re-registration of Humming Bird Nature Club in collaboration with the World Wide Fund (WWF) was completed.
To maintain green campus saplings were planted in Aranya Saptaha (5 – 12 June, 2018).

Special Camping Programme at Sahid Smriti Colony was held for a week, highlighting the issues of public health and hygiene, vocational training, adolescent health and teen age problems, in collaboration with R.G. Kar Medical College & Hospital, University of Calcutta TORC and others. Lectures were delivered by some eminent personalities to create awareness on the said issues. Besides, the NSS volunteers conducted a survey on the socio-economic condition of the inhabitants. A sit and draw contest was arranged for the slum children and prizes were given to them. Some cultural programmes were also organized - the NSS volunteers performed a dance drama in the closing ceremony of the seven days long special campaigning programme. 

The NSS Volunteers observed National Youth Day. A panel discussion was organized on this occasion on drug abuse, Internet addiction & Mobile dependency.

Cultural activities:
In addition to the regular cultural activities of the college like celebration of Vasha dibas, Tagore’s birthday, Teachers’ day etc, this year the institution organized inter college competition. A number of colleges took part and made it a grand success.
